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The Devil is in the Details

It‟s a situation all modelers have all 

been in at one time or another.  What to do 

with those detail parts that are inside spaces 

that will never be seen once the fuselage is 

closed or the hatch shut?  We aren‟t the only 

ones that have this decision to make.  

Some time ago while in a doctors 

waiting room I was going through the People 

and House Beautiful I came across a copy of 

Archaeology magazine (Dec‟06).  In it was an 

article on the restoration of the Arado Ar 234 

on display at the Air and Space Museum.  

The museums Arado 234 B2, the sole 

example of this type in existence, served 

with KG 76 for the last 6 months of the war.  

It was captured by the British in Norway 

and turned over to the US.  It went to Wright 

Field, Ohio for flight testing in 1946.  After 

testing was complete it was transferred to 

the Smithsonian in 1949 where it remained 

crated until it was restored from 1984-1989. 

 In the process of dismantling the 

airframe to clean and refurbish the parts, 

they found a rock.  The rock was found inside 

the drogue chute hatch.  It was jammed in 

the mechanism that deployed the drogue 

chute.  So, now the question, what to do with 

the rock?  Put it back or leave it out?  It was 

never meant to be part of the original 

aircraft so it shouldn‟t be there.  Put it on a 

pedestal and display it separately?  And if it 

was put back where they found it would 

never be seen by anyone… just another 

unseen detail.  Sound familiar? 

 Slave labor was used extensively to 

build Germany‟s war machines.  Seems you 

just can‟t trust a person like that.  The 

restorers found unseated rivets that could 

have weakened the airframe.  Files marks on 

fuel lines that were done in such a way that 

it would have been missed during a normal 

inspection.  It was decided the only way that 

stone could have gotten there was on 

purpose.  It's a simple act of sabotage with 

what was on hand. The stone was placed in 

such a way to prevent the chute from 

deploying presumably in the hopes of 

causing the aircraft to crash on landing.  The 

discussions went back and forth as to what 

to do with the stone.  There was never a 

thought of not including the stone in some 

way.  It is a part of the history of the aircraft 

that someone had risked their life putting it 

there.   

Sometimes I will put in that hidden 

detail in a model and sometime I don‟t.  I 

can‟t help but think that when I do, it is 

because I remember that article from the 

magazine.

Hi everyone, This is a look see in box review 

of this little paper fighter from Encore! Man 

they have been popping out rehashes of kits 

at an astounding rate these days. I like 

paper fighters and Luft 46, so when I get 

some time, I will be giving you a full build 

review. Right now, the US army has me real 

busy. 

 

First up is the decent box with great artwork 

on the front and shows photos of the model 

and alternate paint schemes on back.  

Squadron has been doing a lot as of late, and 

this kit shows it! The instruction sheet is 

well done, informative and easy to follow. It 

shows potential pitfalls during the build, 

though I do not anticipate major problems. 

The plastic has nice scribing and of the 16 

pieces 9 are not used. They are now done in 

cream-colored resin and are supplemented 

with pulse jet engines, cockpit, nose, guns, 

and tail surfaces, as well as ailerons. 21 

resin parts in all, as well as a vac and 

molded plastic canopy.  

 

The possibilities are endless with this kit as 

far as combinations. You can dream scheme 

it as well!  All painting colors have FS 

numbers, but no other paint call outs. It's 

easy if you have ever done German 

camouflage though! Use your imagination. A 

separate painting guide shows what-ifs and 

the decals from Aeromaster are outstanding! 

As soon as time permits I will build this and 

post some photos on the gallery page. 

Enclosed are shots of what‟s there. That‟s it!
