Once that is done, I should be ready 

to paint.     I picked up a nice set of decals with Marine Corp òFighting Shamrocksó markings for 

this kit, and look forward to getting back to work on it.

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For now,  sheõs sitting incomplete on a shelf with some other aircraft.   It always amazes me how 

much larger the jets are compared to early WW2 aircraft ð the Crusader dwarfs a 1/48 F2 

Buffalo and F4F -4 Wildcat and even a TBD Devastator on the same shelf.    

 

A Ju ly 10 th  release date has been set for the previously announced Dragon 1/350 Scharnhorst .  I 

am really excited about this kit ð of course I already have one on pre -order (not that Iõll build it 

anytime soon) ð I canõt think of another ship thatõs Iõve wanted more in 1/350 than this one.     

 

The retail price has been set at around $140 ð that is a fantastic price for such a large ship.   Itõs 

not that much more than the new Revell Bismarck  and Tirpitz  releases, and much more 

affordable than the IJN releases I discussed last month.   If this kit is anything like the 

Benson/Gleaves class and Gearing  class destroyers that came out recently, it will be fantastic.      

Also, if this kit sells ð which I think it will ð youõll most likely see a circa 1940 era Gneisenau 

released in 2011.    Surprisingly, there are a lot of differences between the sisters, all of which 

will be captured in the subsequent release.    

 

Doesnõt look like many members are going to brave the Arizona heat and venture to the 

IPMS/USA nationals  this year.    Iõd like to go, but have to convince the boss that itõs in my best 

interests to be there.    I will be going to the Region II show in Fredericksburg, Maryland in 

October.

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Italian Macchi M -5 Seaplane Replica 
At Oshkosh 2009

I have been dreaming of going to the EAA Air Venture Air Show at Oshkosh for most of my adult 

life. This past summer I finally got a chance to cross this one off my bucket list after cleverly 

planning a business trip to a 

vendorõs shop in Wisconsin. This 

Mecca of all air shows has 

everything an aviation buff could 

desire, including modern USAF jets, 

World War II warbirds, vintage 

aircraft from aviationõs golden era 

from the 1920õs through1930õs, 

home-builts, replicas and aircraft 

dating back to WWI and the dawn of 

manned flight. It would take several 

days to thoroughly cover the show, 

but I only had a day and a half after 

quickly wrapping up the business 

portion of my trip.  

After spending time with the 

warbirds on the left side of the show 

and taking a ride  in a Ford Tri -Motor 

painted in Eastern Air Lines livery (best 55 bucks I ever spent; and another one checked off the 

list), I dawdled for awhile in Aeroshell Square at show center before making my way to the 

Vintage aircraft area on the right side of the show. Some of the stars there included Wacos, 

Staggerwings, a replica DeHavilland DH.88 Comet and a Pitcairn Autogyro. As I turned the 

corner toward the back of the Vintage Area campsite, I noticed an odd shape off to the right. Two 

wings, Italian roundels , a mahogany and white colored fuselage hull ð oh my ð an exquisite 

Macchi M -5 Italian WWI Seaplane! What a beauty!! I decided to chat up the builder who was 

standing by his aircraft.  

 

The Macchi was a labor of love by none other than Jason Petroelje from Holland Michigan (and 

Friesian by ancestry).  Jason started out building model planes when he was a youth, then 

progressed to building full scale wooden speed boats (with Cadillac fins!) in the late 1950õs; and, 

finally, replica WWI aircraft - previous exa mples of which included a Spad and an Albatros. 

About ten years ago Jason suffered a stroke, which rendered his right hand practically useless.  

While this would have put an end to most craftsmenõs hobbies, it did not impact Jasonõs passion 

for building ai rplanes. He would have to teach his left hand the skills taken for granted in a 

right -handed person who had the use of both hands. As the inspiration for his rehabilitation he 

chose the Macchi M -5 Flying Boat.
